As we start the new Autumn Term for 2011, the Corbet has changed to Academy Status.  
As parents are aware the Governors of the Corbet School had applied to convert to 
academy status from 1st September 2011. 
 
We will be talking to all members of our school community over this term to seek your 
views on how we can make the Corbet School even better. 
 
 
Some other excellent news that I’m sure all of you will be pleased to hear, that it was a 
year of record breaking exam results for The Corbet School. 
 
85% of our pupils achieved at least 5A*-C at GCSE. 
 
73% of our pupils achieved at least 5A*-C at GCSE (including Maths and English). 
 
29% of the grades were A* and A. 
 
Also 85% of pupils achieved GCSE Maths at Grade C or above. 
 
78% of pupils achieved GCSE English at grade C or above. 
 
75% of pupils achieved at least two GCSE’s in Science at grade C or above. 
 
These are excellent results reflecting the hard working pupils, excellent teachers and 
committed parents and carers that typify this school. 
 
 
Are you a parent of a Year 6 pupil or know someone that is, if so our Open Day and 
Evening is on Monday 3rd October 2011.  Year 6 parents are invited to come and have
